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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes a way forward to MCC to fulfil the requirements in the approved Charging RD.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a list of actions to enable the requirements in the approved Charging RD.

3 Detailed Proposal

Overview of actions to ensure support of Charging RD requirements in 3GPP/3GPP2 or OMA enabler specifications:

1. Alignment with 3GPP/3GPP2

· Administrate for each requirement which 3GPP/3GPP2 specifications must support this and provide clarification/detailed references.

· Prepare eventually Liaison Statements with Change Requests to improve 3GPP/3GPP2 specifications.

2. Provide a high level functional decomposition of charging functionality across all OMA enablers, based on OSE architecture model

3. Alignment of charging specifications of OMA enablers

· Cross-reference charging requirements from the Charging RD with charging specifications of OMA enablers.

· Align similar charging requirements and specifications of OMA enablers using Charging RD requirements as leading reference.

· Prepare CRs to change specifications in OMA enablers according alignment exercise, including relevant OMA enablers where no charging specifications have been identified till date.

4. Identify additional detailed specification work required to enable the requirements in the Charging RD (for example interface specifications, signalling sequences, data description models, etc). This may result in new enabler specifications.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that the MCC WG takes the responsibility for these actions. Reasonable setting of the milestones is partly dependent on how efficient it is being organised and the available resources. Below a  suggestion of milestones for the four main bullets.

1. Alignment with 3gpp/3gpp2: April 2005 (Singapore)

2. Provide a high level functional decomposition: June 2005 (San Diego)

3. Alignment of charging specifications of OMA enablers: August 2005 (Montreal)

4. Identify/specify additional detailed specification work required to enable the requirements in the Charging RD: October 2005 (Sydney)

It is recommended that the MCC WG discusses the proposed list of actions, discuss eventually any modification. When agreed, it is recommended that the MCC WG prepares a more detailed proposal that includes the organisation, assignment of responsibilities and a final set of milestones.

The Charging WI and WISPR are updated as precise as possible according planning.
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
