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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution addresses action point 40820-9, “Karsten Lüttge Propose text for section 1, Scope”, which is referring to the worksplit document.
2 Summary of Contribution

Text for literal inclusion in the worksplit document’s “Scope” chapter is provided below.
3 Detailed Proposal

Scope
This document describes OMA MCC’s understanding of the worksplit between 3GPP, 3GPP2 and OMA with respect to the subject of charging. The document is intended to be shared with the involved bodies, and to reflect the “other” bodies’ (i.e., 3GPP and 3GPP2) view.

This document does not describe the worksplit on a per-network element, or per-enabler, or per-deliverable level. It rather establishes general principles to be considered when a new work task is started on any of the bodies. These principles are described in two ways:

Based on topology: The worksplit is shown based on a rough architectural diagram, which shows the combination of the different architectures and explains which body is responsible for which domain in that diagram.

Based on process: The worksplit is shown based on the stages each of the involved bodies addresses (out of stage 1 – requirements, stage 2 – architecture, stage 3 – protocols).
To better understand the landscape as it stands today, the charging architectures of the considered bodies are summarized, and an overview of the respective deliverables is given. This material is intended to help understanding the implications of any decision taken by any of the bodies, or their member companies, as to where a new work task should be placed.
