3 Detailed Proposal

Charging Proxy is a function that resides between an OSE entity that generates charging information and an underlying charging infrastructure. Charging Proxy facilitates charging for OSE entities that use it by providing them with a way to delegate some parts of the charging-related functionality that is needed in order to generate a complete charging event that can be processed by an underlying charging infrastructure.

For example, Charging Proxy can act as a harmonised facade for various different charging infrastructures. It can as well hide some of the complexities of generating complete charging events by, for example, providing additional information to charging events, correlating between different charging events, or providing the necessary gateway functionality between different domains of trust.
