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1 Overview

The OMA MCC WG has reviewed the TS 32.272 (v050) on PoC charging. This LS addresses the comments received during the review. The TS32.272 has been also socialized with the OMA PoC WG.

2 Proposal

The OMA MCC proposes that the following comments are addressed in the future versions of the TS 32.272:

· On Page 18, at Section 4.1 the Figure 4.1 

·     It has a GLMS element. This element has been renamed to XDMS (XML Data Magement Server). Also the relevance of the XDMS for charging should be clarified. It is thus proposed to use the term XDMS as GLMS is not anymore relevant.

·     Also the relevance of the Presence Server in the figure is unclear. To the understanding of the MCC WG Presence charging is not the subject of the TS 32.272. It is proposed that either the Presence server is left out from the figure or that it is clarified in the figure’s caption, for example, that the Presence Server is shown only for information.

· On Page 22, at Section 4.2 the Figure 4.2. PoC offline charging architecture. Same comment regarding GLMS. Change GLMS to XDMS and clarify what is the relevance of it for offline charging.

· On Page 22, at Section 4.3 PoC Online Charging Architecture, the Figure 4.3. Same comment regarding GLMS. Change GLMS to XDMS and clarify what is the relevance of it for online charging.

· On page 23, Section 5.1 PoC charging principles, the bulleted list of PoC sub services should also mention the ad-hoc group set up.

· On page 23, Section 5.1 PoC charging principles, the bulleted list of PoC participant roles. The terms session initiator and session owner should be clarified. The OMA PoC AD explains the term PoC session owner under Section 3.2 Definitions, in the following way 
· In a PoC Session there needs to be a PoC Session owner. The PoC Session owner in the case of 1-1 PoC Session and Ad-hoc PoC Group Session is the initiator of the PoC Session. In the case of a Chat PoC Group and a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session, the PoC Session owner is the owner of the PoC Group.

· The MCC WG also wishes to note that according to the abovementioned definition of the PoC session owner, it is possible that the session owner is not present in a PoC session (for a pre-arranged group), but may still be charged according to the PoC AD. This can be foreseen causing some problems where the session owner is to be e.g. online charged.

· General comments:

·  Should there be more scenarios included, such as rejoining (Section 5.2.2.1 Message Flows, successful cases and scenarios)?

·  Does the TS 32.272 consider a charging scenario of a PoC session, where some participants have off-line charging and some on-line?

·  On Page 10 – 16, in Sections 3.1 & 3.2, Definitions & Abbreviations, The lists seem to have many definitions and abbreviations that are not used in the document. Also the access layer should be transparent to OMA. It is proposed to clean up the lists in the future versions of the TS 32.272.
