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1 Reason for Contribution

I am currently trying to make the AD more consistent and easier to read. While doing this, I found that:

· The names of the blocks in the new functional, or logical, diagram are not very nice (cf. document OMA-MCC-2005-0070). This is not surprising because they were invented them in a brainstorming session and have not yet been beautified. A proposal is made below for a more crisp naming.
· The current descriptions of deployments often show a box labeled “OMA Application”. Then the descriptions of the scenarios say somewhere in the fine print that this comprises the OSE entities OMA application server, Policy Enforcer and enabler implementation. I would make this clearer by calling the generalization of AS, PE and EI something different.
