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1 Reason for Contribution

Document #94R02 revised the definition of the O-CTF and introduced the definition of the term “quota”. This input contribution refines some of the wording in both the definition of the term O-CTF as well as the term “quota”. 
2 Summary of Contribution

A refinement of the definition for the O-CTF and an appropriate example in MCC parlance of the word quota are proposed in the following section.

3 Detailed Proposal

Existing definitions : 

Definition: The OMA Charging Trigger Function, O-CTF, monitors and detects the occurrence of chargeable events in a resource that a user accesses. It generates charging events according to the policies in place, and passes them forward. The O-CTF supervises quota received from the quota management function.
Definition: A quota is a prescribed number or share of something.
Description: The O-CTF handles the interaction with the functional components of the Charging Enabler. This interaction has two main aspects. First, the O-CTF generates charging events as a result of resource usage, and sends them to the functional component of the Charging Enabler that is responsible for the next processing step. Second, and particularly in the case of online charging, the O-CTF supervises the consumption of quota granted by the charging enabler (Quota Management function).
Proposed changes, with change bars :

Definition: The OMA Charging Trigger Function, O-CTF, monitors and detects the occurrence of chargeable events in a resource that a user accesses. It generates charging events according to the policies in place, and passes them forward. In the case of an online subscriber, the O-CTF supervises quota received from the quota management function to determine whether to allow the consumption of the service aspect associated with that charging event.

Definition: A quota is a prescribed number or share of something, generally associated with service usage. (e.g. a maximum amount of credit for use of a service).
Description: The O-CTF handles the interaction with the functional components of the Charging Enabler. This interaction has two main aspects. First, the O-CTF generates charging events as a result of resource usage, and sends them to the functional component of the Charging Enabler that is responsible for the next processing step. Second, and particularly in the case of online charging, the O-CTF manages the consumption of quota granted by the charging enabler (Quota Management function).

When there is insufficient quota, the O-CTF should request the charging enabler to obtain new quota. If the request is not granted, the O-CTF should notify the application so that the application may decide how to proceed, e.g. terminate, interrupt or continue service. It depends on the deployment which components the O-CTF precisely interacts with. Concrete deployments are discussed in chapter xxxx.
