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1 Reason for Contribution

This input contribution proposes a new section to the Charging Enabler AD entitled “Interfaces” as identified by the action point undertaken by Lucent Technologies at the last interim meeting. Several companies have contributed their input to the formulation of this input contribution. 



2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes new text for the “Interfaces” section of the AD as detailed in section 3. 

R1 of this document is different from the previous version in the point that it does not specify the I0 type interface and leaves this as FFS [for further study]. A companion contribution OMA-MCC-2005-150 puts forward a proposal on how to move forward with the development of the I0 type interface.

Interfaces

The OMA charging enabler supports as a minimum an I0 type interface, which can used by the charging enabler user to generate charging events. Details of this interface are FFS.

Clarifications on interactions with 3GPP or 3GPP2 networks

Whenever an OMA enabler implementation makes use of the 3GPP or 3GPP2 network charging capabilities as a deployment choice, it SHALL follow the existing charging specifications of 3GPP [e.g. 3GPP TS32.240, TS 32.299, etc…] or 3GPPP2 [e.g. 3GPP2 X.P0013-013-0, 3GPP2 X.S0013-008-A…etc] that apply. The detailed description of the way the underlying 3GPP and 3GPP2 infrastructures are utilised is specified [ref X].

Clarifications on interactions with other networks or other charging infrastructures

Whenever the charging enabler implementation interacts with non-3GPP/3GPP2 charging infrastructures or other charging infrastructures, (such as provided by financial institutions) as a deployment choice, it shall follow the charging specifications that apply. The detailed description of the way the underlying infrastructure is utilised is specified in [ref Y].
