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1 Reason for Contribution

As the Charging AD must address and constructively reflect HLFR 17, among other related requirements approved in OMA-RD-Charging-V1_0-20041118-C, there is a need to start extending the description of the Correlation/Aggregation Functional Component (currently proposed in 5.3.5 Correlation/Aggregation as the AD stands on the date of this contribution).
The intent of this contribution is to ensure that these important requirements are met by the resulting OMA enabler release, including but not limited to the resulting AD, enabler specification and relevant implementation specifications.
2 Detailed Proposal

5.3.5 Correlation/Aggregation
Aggregation is the association of charging events generated by the same entity over a period of time.

Correlation could occur between the charging events generated by different entities while they are collaboratively providing a single service. The correlation provides an association of events for the user that will be charged. 
In the OSE environment, the OMA Charging Enabler SHALL specify the use and design of Correlation/Aggregation functional component  in a manner which either:

a.) Fully complies with the existing 3GPP/PP2 and other charging infrastructures for which an implementation document is to be written, is clearly matchable and proves that there is no need for functional or implementation extensions, or 
b.) clearly extends the said infrastractures’ existing functionality by placing it on a higher level within the framework of the OMA Charging Enabler overall.
3 Intellectual Property Rights
