Clarifications on interactions with 3GPP or 3GPP2 networks

Whenever an OMA enabler implementation makes use of the 3GPP or 3GPP2 network charging capabilities as a deployment choice, it SHALL follow the existing charging specifications of 3GPP [e.g. 3GPP TS32.240, TS 32.299, etc…] or 3GPPP2 [e.g. 3GPP2 X.P0013-013-0, 3GPP2 X.S0013-008-A…etc] that apply. The detailed description of the way the underlying 3GPP and 3GPP2 infrastructures are utilised is specified [ref X].
[MB] 1- We can NOT make such statement on behalf others OMA enablers in a charging enabler AD. I think that the idea behind is that OMA enablers may connect directly to 3GPP/2 charging system. At this stage, we have to limit the clarification to OMA charging enabler interaction with 3GPP/2 charging system.
[MB] 2- We should precise that 3GPP/2 documents references in this paragraph are not exhaustive. The applicable 3GPP/2 documents are described in [ref X].

Clarifications on interactions with other networks or other charging infrastructures

Whenever the charging enabler implementation interacts with non-3GPP/3GPP2 charging infrastructures or other charging infrastructures, (such as provided by financial institutions) as a deployment choice, it shall follow the charging specifications that apply. The detailed description of the way the underlying infrastructure is utilised is specified in [ref Y].
§ Recommendations

Lucent Technologies kindly asks MCC consider the inclusion of this text in the AD. This contribution supports the notion of the creation of additional documents that may cover the details of the interactions of the charging enabler implementation with underlying charging infrastructures. However, it should be noted that these documents should not be a gating factor to the completion of the Charging Enabler specifications. 

[MB] 3- All paths considered by MCC to go forward claim that before going to specification phase a mapping of Charging Enabler functions to those that are defined in 3GPP/2 should be done (in the AD, White paper, another AD document…) .  Lucent's recommendation doesn't fit with the IC #133.
