M-Commerce and Charging Working Group

The MCC work group has two areas of work; charging and mobile commerce. 

The current work in the MCC is focused on the creation of a charging enabler. The charging enabler will facilitate the deployment of service enablers by providing charging interfaces. The increasing numbers of service enablers that are being developed in OMA require a consistent approach by interested industries to provide standards and specifications to coordinate the charging data triggers and information flow from OMA enablers, applications and services into underlying charging systems.

The purpose of the mobile commerce work is to bring the industry players (companies, forums, etc.) closer together and get a more coordinated effort on m-commerce within OMA. OMA has the unequalled ability to link multiple industry views together with within a single standards body ensuring that fragmentation is being minimized. This demands the ability to provide secure transactions, engage wireless networks and their operators, meet banking requirements and those from the financial industry and satisfy the needs of retail space while meeting consumer demands.

Overview: The consolidation of the Billing Expert Group and the E-Commerce Expert Group to bring the industry players closer together and get a more coordinated effort on Mobile Commerce within OMA. 
The ability to be able to provide secure transactions, engage wireless networks and those operators, meet banking and requirements from the financial industry and satisfy the needs of retail space while meeting consumer demands. 

There is a clear need to have a recipient in the OMA organization for liaison requests, and approaches from external organizations dealing with "m-payment" (billing, charging and payment) issues as enablers to m-commerce immediately and additional components of m-commerce as they are identified and agreed upon. As this landscape matures the need increases to rationalize components within the overall framework of m-commerce, harmonize among approaches to those components and in some cases consolidation of various groups as consensus demands. 

Work Item Name: Charging

Overview: To create a requirements document for charging capabilities that enables charging models for mobile services. It addresses service categories like communications, content and applications. 

This work item is a logical extension to establish ownership and responsibility for the results of the work prepared in the joint activity accelerating the timeframe to create an OMA charging enabler. 

The result(s) must be to ensure that the use of the output from the above described Charging RD creation is thoroughly understood, its mandatory requirements are supported by the charging enabler specification, and the results taken further by establishing a working dialogue with other WGs in OMA where charging will be a necessary component. 

The objective is to produce a charging enabler specification, which will accommodate and meet the requirements outlined in the Charging RD activity. Benefits of this work item include: 

· Enable content providers to distribute their content via mobile devices with high market acceptance. 

· Allow application providers to distribute their applications (for example games) via mobile devices. 

· Enable service providers to sell their services to mobile users, using standardised charging interfaces. 

· Allow differentiation between communications, content and applications. 

· Support increased interoperability of enablers in the area scoped by this WI 

The work item should specify:

· Charging functionality requirements across the various service enablers, capturing device, clients, service platforms, connectivity and content. 

· Requirements to facilitate event / time / session / subscription charging for each service type (communications, content and applications). 

· Requirements to support pre- and post-paid payment methods, real-time charging and mechanisms for 'A' party pay. 

· Requirements for charging interfaces between content provider, service provider and mobile operator. 

· Requirements for the management of charging events, which is closely, related to identification, authorisation and security mechanisms. 

· Create a charging enabler specification that meets the requirements in the Charging RD.
