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1 Reason for Change

The M-Commerce Landscape document was prepared by the MCC in order to provide a basis for determining what work the MCC should undertake. The document was completed in June 2003, and went through a further revision in order to enable it to be published, which was completed for the approved version in November 2004. In the time since then the landscape has changed, for example, Radicchio has merged with the Liberty Alliance Project, and PayCircle has closed.
The MCC decided not to undertake the work to keep the document up to date, choosing rather to focus the effort of the group on the specifications currently under development. There is however a significant amount of information in the document (for example the development of the m-commerce model) which is not time dependent, and as such the document is still useful.

This change request proposes a new introduction to the document in order to indicate that the landscape was a snapshot in time, and to indicate that new revisions of the document should not be expected.

The change request also addresses the name change from MCOM to MCC, and the completion of the follow up work to the document, namely the Gap analysis, for which a reference is added.

The following open issues remain:

· Validity date: The date which has been proposed for the snapshot is June 2003, when the document was first completed. This is somewhat different from the approval date of 11 Oct 2004 for the public version (version 1.1), which for legal reasons was significantly after the work was completed.

· It would be useful to reference the OMA architecture used – however at this point a document describing the U-model used has not been identified. If it can be identified it is recommended that this be referenced in the introduction to the OMA architectural model in section 9.1
· The boiler plate and other template issues may need to be updated. This has not been addressed.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

As this document is a report, there is no impact on backward compatibility.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

There is no impact on other specifications.

4. Scope

The scope of the document is to describe the current m-commerce landscape, with the aim of identifying the work of existing specifications groups and industry fora. 5. Introduction

5.2 Objective

Multiple standards bodies, specifications, papers, industry organisations and companies have all addressed aspects of mobile commerce (m-commerce). Many are providing unique solutions on aspects of the m-commerce process, there is the potential for the duplication of work on several aspects of the m-commerce process. This duplication of work is viewed as fragmentation of the standards community surrounding not only m-commerce but also mobile services, or wireless, as a whole. 

With the Open Mobile Alliance (OMA) an attempt is being made to harmonize, and where it makes sense consolidate, the fragmented work of the application layer of mobility. M-COMMERCE is a working group within OMA that has been chartered to evaluate the multitude of standards setting groups and specifications to provide a landscape view of the work achieved and currently in progress. To assist in this effort, a questionnaire was developed within the working group to solicit information from the various groups about their work, which could then be consumed and structured for analysis. The outcome of the analysis is this mobile commerce landscape report with recommendations backed by a framework of the processed input, gap analysis of the framework, a cross-link of requirements with work achieved, and a cross-link of requirements to groups with missions which could fulfil the requirements where no work was currently underway to fulfil the requirements.

This document intends to present the reader with the current M-Commerce landscape.
