The following OMA Data Elements should be added to charging requests in both interfaces (CH-1 and CH-2):

	Service Context Id
	Mandatory
	This data element contains a value to identify the service/enabler specification in the context of which the charging events must be interpreted. Data elements such as Service Identifier, Service Specific Units, and Service Parameter Info contain service specific values that are defined within a particular service context identified in this data element.

	Service Identifier
	Optional
	This data element contains the identifier of a specific service within the given service context.  The specific service the request relates to is uniquely identified by the combination of Service Context Id and Service Identifier.

	Service Parameter Info
	Optional
	The Service Parameter Info data element is a grouped element and contains service-specific information used for price calculation or rating. Service Parameter Type defines the service parameter type, and Service Parameter Value contains the parameter value.

	
Service Parameter Type
	Mandatory
	Service-Parameter Type defines the type of the service event specific parameter. The different parameters and their types are service specific, and the meanings of these parameters are defined within a specific Service Context Id.

	
Service Parameter Value
	Mandatory
	This data element contains the value of the service-specific parameter.

	Service ID
	Optional
	This data element can be used to identify the particular service item delivered. Unlike Service Identifier, the values of this data element are not pre-enumerated.

	User Equipment Info                                   
	Optional
	This is a grouped data element that can be used to indicate the identity and capability of the terminal the end-user is using.

	
User Equipment Info Type
	Mandatory
	User Equipment Info Type defines the type of user equipment information contained in User Equipment Info Value, e.g. IMEI or MAC.

	
User Equipment Info Value
	Mandatory
	Contains the identity of the user equipment.


In Clause 7.2.1 of the CH-2 specification:
· Remove strike-through of [Service-Identifier]

· Add [Service-Id]

· Add [User-Equipment-Info]

· Add [Service-Parameter-Info]

In Clause 7.3.2 of the CH-2 specification:

· Add Service-Id AVP (AVP Code 855) to the table

Also Clause 8.3 Summary of Used AVPs in the CH-1 specification needs to be updated to be consistent with changes proposed above. However, a separate input contribution is needed to complete this.
