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1 Overview

This liaison seeks clarification on a proposed service by 3GPP SA5 to provide to OMA a common administration of Diameter accounting and credit control AVP codes.

2 Proposal

MCC recently received a liaison from 3GPP SA5 requesting review and comment on a proposed CR to 32.999 for alignment with OMA’s Charging Enabler activities.  

We welcome the offer of 3GPP SA5 SWG B to promote interoperability and compatibility between charging infrastructure implementations utilizing Diameter technology through the registration and mediation of assigned charging AVP numbers.

We would like to confirm that our expectation for such a charging AVP numbering administration within 3GPP is operating under a process consistent with IANA and OMNA.  This process would need to support:

· A neutral mechanism for an external organization to submit an AVP numbering request to 3GPP,

· A mechanism for prompt response to such requests meeting published requirements for AVP number assignment,

· Protection of the external organization’s IPR framework that may be associated with such requests,

· A process for publishing references to the external organization specifications defining the assigned AVP. The AVP assignments and references being freely available to any other external organization that may make use of said AVPs.

3 Requested Action(s)

MCC requests SA to consider our expectations for charging AVP number administration, and help us understand the details of how 3GPP will realize these expectations.
