Description and Objectives of Work to be undertaken (including Justification and Use Cases):

1. A Web Services Binding for CH-1 and CH-2 Interfaces
OMA Charging Enabler 1.0 specifies charging interfaces CH-1 (offline) and CH-2 (online) with a high-level protocol-independent description and with detailed protocol bindings to Diameter Accounting (CH-1) and Diameter Credit Control (CH-2). It is proposed that also a Web Services based protocol binding for CH-1 and CH-2 is developed. In practice, this includes developing XML document type definitions and WSDL descriptions of the charging interfaces. This work would not change the actual functionality of the charging interfaces in any way.
2. AoC capability support by charging interface
This item intends to provide a mechanism for charging enabler users that have no direct presentation capability to the end-user to request and receive confirmation that Advice of Charge information has been presented to the end-user. Advice of Charge as a whole is a mechanism that needs support at the end-user’s equipment or software, at the charging enabler user (the chargeable application), and at the charging enabler implementation (charging system). The present WID intends to address only the mechanisms needed between the charging enabler user and the charging enabler. The channel from the charging enabler implementation to the end-user is out of the scope of the charging enabler specifications.
Currently, standardized mechanisms for AoC information delivery exist mainly for voice calls and similar highly network-dependent services. As has been identified in the OMA Charging RD 1.0, a standardized mechanism is also needed for different OMA service enablers.
3. Support for a Third-Party-Pays (TPP) capability
This item intends to provide a standardized, optional way for service usage to be charged to an alternate subscriber, or service within a serving network. In other words, meaning that the paying party can be other than the service-initiating party or the communication-terminating party. The Third Party Pays mechanism will provide more flexibility to service deployments.
The present WI intends to specifiy third-party identification in charging information, as well as third-party charging information’s security.  A suitable mechanism to prevent fraudulent behaviour (e.g. spoof and/or fake charging information) shall be adopted.
The present WID only address the mechanism between the charging enabler user and the charging enabler, at interface level.  
4. Enhanced operations for refunding or depositing units to the end-user’s account
Examples of use cases:
· Refunds in case of complaints at the service provider (who has no direct access to the account)

· Game services where wins need to be deposited to the user’s account

· Person-to-person transfers between accounts

Currently, the refund operation is only supported in the online interface (CH-2). It needs to be specified how “negative” charges are represented in the offline interface. Further, to enable account-to-account transfers, it needs to be specified how the target subscriber and account are identified in the interfaces.
