1. Definition
· Charging split is the mechanism of the debiting and accounting from accounts of parties which are involved in the service delivering, i.e. session owner, session initiator, recipients, participants, calling or called parties. It could be used in online charging, and offline charging for settlement between participants.
· 3rd party pay, a mechanism of charging to a third party which is not involved in the service delivery, in which, authorization and authentication may need to be supported in order to prevent fraud.
2. Basic mechanism:
A) Charging split can be judged and determined by AS(charging enabler user) or Charging enabler. Judgement and determination by AS is out of the scope of the charging specifications. In case determination by AS, AS should transport sufficient accounting information for the charging split debit in charging enabler.

B)  Charging enabler may need additional verification if the debiting or accounting is allowed. AS should transport sufficient verification information, like verifying code triggered by initiator.
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C) alternative flow:

In case third party pay, the client may need to provide some verifying code for debiting to other account, which is out of scope of charging specification and depends on the service implementation.
