3 Detailed Proposal

1. application scenario 1
In case of the following application:

· Customer signed a contract to request and display AoC information in realtime

· According to service definition, AoC information always present all consumed service unit, accumulate price and current price information.

· There is a special price plan which can apply different price according to service accumulate usage. The price plan could be :
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1. Service Start Request: The user agent requests to start use service to Charging Enabler User.
2. Customer Info & Service Start Info: The Charging Enabler User sends customer info ( e.g. user identifier ) and service start information ( e.g. time, location, service identifier etc. ) to the charging enabler.
3. Reserve service unit & AoC info x: The operation is used to reserve service units from the subscriber’s account. And charging enabler send back the AoC info. The info containing all consumed service units, total price and current price for current service using session.
4. Deliver service & Present AoC x: The Charging Enabler User deliver service to the customer including AoC information.
5. “Reserve service unit & AoC info x” and “Deliver service & Present AoC x” MAY Occur one or more times.
6. When customer stop service, charging enabler user send stop request to charging enabler. And charging enabler send back final AoC information back to charging enabler user.
In this use case, There has a “requester”. And charging enabler send back AoC info. And AoC info always contains all consumed service unit information which can not go through current DCC interface.
2. application scenario 2

In case of the following application:
· Customer signed a contract to have a package, which has a limited GPRS volume. E.g. 20 RMB/M for 500 Mega Bytes GPRS volumes.

· The package defined that charging enabler should send AoC to customer in conditions listed below:

i. Package volumes used over 250MB

ii. Package volumes used over 450MB

iii. Package volumes  used over 500MB and out of package price applied.
