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1 Reason for Contribution

The OMA CPM Enabler aims at supporting the creation of convergent messaging services. In order to achieve a convergent user-experience, it is of utmost importance to be able to charge for these services in a converged manner.
2 Summary of Contribution

In order to benefit from the possibility to do parallel work, and to improve the quality of the CPM Enabler, MCC proposes to start CPM charging work in collaboration with MWG-CPM now that CPM RD has reached a mature status and the AD work has been initiated.
3 Detailed Proposal

MCC proposes the following collaboration approach
· MCC starts to

· Draft CPM charging principles, for example to define the roles of the participating function(s) and the controlling function in supporting online and offline charging. M CC may also recommend addition of any functionality so as to enable a specific charging feature.
· Model the different messaging-related chargeable event types, such as event-based messaging (pager mode) versus sessions (conferences/conversations), one-to-one versus one-to-many messaging, and immediate delivery versus deferred delivery, including the identification of relevant information for charging events
· MCC creates a CPM Charging AHG, and its meeting times are clearly announced on the portal, in meeting schedules, and coordinated with REQ, ARC, MWG-CPM to increase transparency and enable broader participation

· MCC creates a CPM Charging TS to act as a placeholder for CPM-related charging specification text. As the work gains maturity, the WG that owns the CPM work item can decide to either integrate this text to some other CPM TS (as with BCAST) or include the separate TS in the CPM Enabler Release (as with IM)
· MCC and MWG-CPM (or whichever group will own the work item) coordinates the work through a series of joint meetings where the progress of CPM charging work is socialized with the broader CPM interest group, and the most important decisions can be made.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
