To resolve one action point in Bangkok, the service flow of Advice of Charging should be elaborated into the TS.
The flow is addressing AoC upon request by charging enabler user binding with Credit Control Request. Other operations like binding to PriceQuery or other request type, and Charging Enabler initiated operation are to be defined in late stage.

7.3.8 Advice of Charging Upon Request in Online Charging
The charging data collected from the Charging Enabler User may be used to provide charging information concerning the use of services. The appropriate charging information to the Charging Enabler User is distributed by Charging Enabler. 

As per the business mode, the services may be designed to supply to a mobile user the charging advice information (CAI) to allow a real‑time estimate and other account related alert to be made of the bill on the subscriber. The CAI is a set of E-parameters.

An alternative mode of AoC can be used to indicate the occurrence of new charges to the user, e.g. when a monthly allowance is being exceeded, or when a service is requested that is not included in the subscription fees, while others are. It also can be used to indicate the low balance to the customer, as a reminder of re-charging, etc.
Advice of charging can be transported at the begin of the service delivering, during the service delivering or at the end of the service delivering. In the mapping the online charging interface, it can happen at any CCA , i.e. the initial request, update request, termination request.
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1. Service Start Request: The user agent requests to start use service to Charging Enabler User.
2. Customer Info & Service Start Info: The Charging Enabler User sends customer info ( e.g. user identifier ) and service start information ( e.g. time, location, service identifier etc. ) to the charging enabler.
3. Reserve service unit & AoC info x: The operation is used to reserve service units from the subscriber’s account. And charging enabler sends back the AoC info. The info containing all consumed service units, total price and current price for current service using session.
4. Deliver service & Present AoC x: The Charging Enabler User deliver service to the customer including AoC information.
5. “Reserve service unit & AoC info x” and “Deliver service & Present AoC x” MAY Occur one or more times.
6. When customer stop service, charging enabler user send stop request to charging enabler. And charging enabler send back final AoC information back to charging enabler user.
