In definition of CommunicationServicePolicy, the parameter of PolicyID should to be not optional. The reason is that as a unique identifier, the policy must be unique, but the parameter of Address and ParticipantAddresses couldn’t’ identify one certain policy. Because the Address could be anonymous or pseudonym and  ParticipantAddresses is optional parameter . So we recommend that the PolicyID should be a not optional parameter.
