The operation setPlaylist allows the content provider to set content for a Multimedia List on the Multimedia Stream Control.
In addition, an application can optionally specify UserIdentifier to indicate a set of Identifiers of users or groups to which the indicated playlist will be applied. 
An application can also optionally specify OnPresenceStatusRules, Order and Mode to indicate the condition to decide when the specified Multimedia List will be played.
