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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a formulation for ContentTransferEncoding and references the “Document” type that has been introduced in agreed CR 56R01.

The proposed pattern is suggested to be applied to all data structures that include a “DocumentBody” type.

Change 1:  Change type of DocumentBody to “Document” as agreed in CR 56R01. 

Add optional ContentTransferEncoding to those tables that specify document transfer. 

Note: CreateDocument is given as an example here, but this change pattern (changing type of DocumentBody and adding a ContentTransferEncoding attribute) needs to be applied throughout the spec, to each (future) data structure that contains a DocumentBody.
5. NGSI-1 Interface: Technical Details

5.1 NGSI-1: Generic Data Management

5.1.3 Service Description
The Generic Data Management functions of the NGSI-1 provide a way to manage documents owned by the Service Provider, without the need of an application-usage specific API. The content of the document is opaque to the NGSI component. The Service Provider MAY allow the document to be represented in more than one content type (e.g.: application/xml, application/json, etc.). 
5.1.4 Interface definition
The Generic Data Management functions of the NGSI-1 are provided by the interface DocumentManager.
6.1.4.1 Interface: DocumentManager
The DocumentManager interface controls the management of a document, through the operations of creation, retrieval, update and deletion.
6.1.4.1.1 Operation: createDocument

The invocation of the createDocument operation requests to create a new document.

	Signals the OPTIONAL content transfer encoding (e.g. base64) applied to the document. 
Note1: Note that this parameter is only relevant in those bindings that are not capable of transmitting arbitrary byte sequences.
Note 2: In those bindings, the type of the used transfer encoding needs to be normatively specified.
