Only the TS for Data Management contains a sub-structuring into interface within an NGSI interface. This sub-structuring is following the a habit from Parlay interface specification way, and “bites” a bit the OMA way for interface definition.

The following options are possible for resolution:

· Remove the sub-structure and assign the all operations to the respective NGSI interface 

· For NGSI-1: rename interface DocumentManager to the name of NGSI-1 “GenericDocumentManagement”

· For NGSI-2: join 6.1.2.1 and 6.1.2.2 with interface name of NGSI-2

· For NGSI-3: join 7.1.3.1 and 7.1.3.2 with interface name of NGSI-3

· Keep the substructure but express this separation for NGSI-2 and NGSI-3 in the text (6.1.1. and 7.1.1 respectively) with the link to consistent structuring as given in Parlay style (with a respective link)
