7.2.1 Service/Component Unregistration
7.2.1.1 Overview

When the OSPE Requester wants to remove a service or component from Service Model & Catalogue, the OSPE Requester needs to send an unregister request message to Service Model & Catalogue, then a confirm message will be returned back to the OSPE Requester to indicate the result of this process.  This process will be done through OSPE-3 interface.

The detailed explanation of each item is described in the following section.
7.2.1.1 Input/Output Parameters

The OSPE requester can send a request to the Service Model & Catalogue to unregister a service or component; the Service Model & Catalogue will return a confirm message to the OSPE requester through OSPE-3 interface. The input parameter includes:

· ServiceID

The numeric identity of service, which is used to uniquely identity each service. 
The output parameter includes:

· ServiceName

The ServiceName parameter represents the name of service; it MUST be the same with the ServiceName in Service/Component Unregister message. The value of the ServiceName SHOULD NOT be used to uniquely identify a service, rather the ServiceID SHOULD be used.
· ServiceID

The numeric identity of service, which is used to uniquely identity each service.
· Result

The Result parameter indicates the result of the request for service/component unregister message. Always two values can be identified: “SUCCESS” and “FAILURE”, but not restricted to them. The parameter can also specify the reason in case of “FAILURE”.
