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1 Reason for Contribution

Outlining a plan to progress PEL TS, and giving the rationale for subsequently submitted contributions.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution outlines a proposal with topics needed to be addressed to bring PEL to completion.
3 Detailed Proposal

The idea behind the proposal is to identify the steps needed to deliver on the initial intent of PEEM: to provide a comprehensive and extensible framework that can support the evaluation, enforcement and management of a large variety of policies. In order to achieve this, PEL needs to be built as an extensible framework, starting with some initial basic constructs, and extended later as needed. The initial constructs should be sufficient to allow the test the language capabilities with policies needed by resources (e.g. with policies needed by Presence, Location, GPM, CBCS), but specific constructs and/or attributes that are needed for that do not all have to be pre-defined as part of the initial PEL.
The following proposal is neutral to the different PEL options (there was group consensus in the past that pursuing 2 PEL independent options, one following a ruleset-based language, the other a workflow-based language, is an acceptable outcome of the specifications, since each may better address particular situations). In other words, for each of the plan phases, contributions are encouraged for both PEL options currently under consideration.
The proposal is to work on the following categories of contributions:

1) Document all initially needed elements to allow expression of conditions and actions: variables (almost done), constants (to-be-done), operators (to-be-done) and functions (to-be-done).

2) Write some specific instances of policies for Presence, Location, GPM, CBCS. This will allow to test on paper whether we roughly have what we need initially in PEEM. This would also help us with the progress of PEM-1 input/output parameters, and progress of the GPM and CBCS specs – in the sense of the additional input/output parameters that may be needed to be supported.

3) Define/reserve the initially supported attribute names (and their data types) to be supported by the language.

4) Document an XML syntax for the above elements (constructs, attribute names/types).

5) Proposals for TS organization (e.g. to address whether we will create 2 separate documents for the 2 PEL options, whether there are certain common sections or not, etc).
6) Proposals on how to handle extensions (e.g. in a future PEEM phase and/or in other enablers specifications).
Note: it is expected that the PEL TS meets all the PEEM requirements; should that not be the case, ARC will have to discuss the possibility of phasing.
Achieving 1-6 should result, by-and-large, in the completion of the initial PEL TS specification. It will also have the beneficial side effect of progressing helping progress on PEM-1 TS and GPM and CBCS TS.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

The recommendation is to adopt this as a workplan, and to be used to encourage contributions along these lines. It is suggested that ARC WG considers opening AIs (one or more, as needed) against each step outlined, and ask for volunteers for these AIs.
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
