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1 Reason for Contribution

Outlining a plan to progress PEM-2 TS.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution outlines a proposal with topics needed to be addressed to bring PEM-2 to completion.
3 Detailed Proposal

The idea behind the proposal is to identify the steps needed to deliver on the initial intent of PEEM: to provide a comprehensive and extensible framework that can support the evaluation, enforcement and management of a large variety of policies. In order to achieve this, a PEM-2 interface is needed to support policy management operations (create, modify, delete and view) for policies. So far, the PEM-2 TS specification is still empty of content. 
The proposal is to work on the following categories of contributions:

1) Propose a PEM-2 specification outline.

2) Document all management operations that need to be supported to meet PEEM requirements regarding policy management operations.

3) Document any additional operations that need to be supported, based on requirements from other enablers based on PEEM (e.g. CBCDS, GPM), or enablers that have already defined policies (e.g. PAG). There may be a need for distinguishing between mandatory operations vs. optional operations.
4) Select an appropriate specification that can support all needed operations (candidates expressed in PEEM AD include XDM and FTP). Are multiple options appropriate/needed/acceptable ? Select a possible subset, if an existing specification is not needed as a whole. Define extensions to an existing specification, if they are needed.  
5) Document generic interface input/output parameters and messages.

6) Document bindings to specific protocols selected.

7) Proposals for how potential PEM-2 extensions would be handled.

Achieving 1-7 should result, by-and-large, in the completion of the initial PEM-2 TS specification. It will also have the beneficial side effect of progressing helping progress on CBCS TS and GPM TS.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
