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1 Reason for Contribution

Issue PEL14 and PEL15 have not been resolved yet (in PEEM-0049R08).
2 Summary of Contribution

PEL14 reads: Are ‘parameterized constants’ a mandatory or optional feature, and for what PEL option(s)
PEL15 reads: Is ‘parameterized constants’ the appropriate name, or should it be changed (e.g. ‘pre-configured selectable data’ or ‘pre-configured data selectable by input context’
With regard to PEL14 we believe there is already consensus in the group that this is support of it is an optional feature.

With regard to PEL15 there have been some discussions with the outcome that at least the word ‘data’ is applicable. There has been a discussion to precede this with ‘pre-configured’ or ‘pre-provisioned’.
Follows a motivation as to which option we believe would work best.

Regarding 'pre-configured' we think that 'pre-provisioned' or rather just 'provisioned' may be better, as we believe that in general one provisions data rather than configuring data. Data itself, can however be configuration data. We do think that data plays a role in configuration; it is e.g. modified in a configuration process, but then we think that that such data would be provisioned beforehand. In short; data does not have to be pre-configured to be able to refer to it from a policy rule, it Does have to be provisioned beforehand though. Even so; it may be quite obvious that data that is being referred to in a policy has been provisioned and therefore one may argue to drop the word ‘provisioned’. 
Thus we suggest here to look at the various instances of ‘parameterized constants’ and for each individual case assess what would be the best way to redescribe it in terms of ‘data’ or ‘(provisioned) data’.
The attached marked up PEL TS provides our proposal.
