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1 Reason for Contribution

Need to clarify definition of value 0 (zero) used to specify duration of a notification period in StartGeographicalNotificationRequest operation for Terminal location. In relation to that, it shall be possible to specify unlimited duration of the notification period. 
2 Summary of Contribution

Setup of notifications for terminal location events are performed with StartGeographicalNotificationRequest operation (Chapter 8.2.1.1, 3GPP TS 29.199-9 document, Terminal location) where parameter "Duration" is used to specify duration of notifications period requested. The value of the parameter is specified by using TimeMetric structure that has two elements: Metric, an enumeration type that specifies which metric to use for time management (millisecond, second, minute, hour, day ....) and Unit, an integer that specifies number of Metric units.

It is obvious that requesting notifications for a period of time which is set to 0 (zero) has no real use and therefore the Unit value 0 (zero) would be better utilized if used to indicate, for example, unlimited duration time, which has more practical use and the existing specification does not make provision for that. 

This contribution proposes to update description of part of parameter "Duration" in StratGeographicalNotificationRequest operation and clarify that value 0 (zero) is to be used to specify unlimited duration time for a notification period. It is also proposed to re-phrase the existing text to make it clear that "Duration" parameter is not used to specify duration of the notification period defined by service policy.
