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1 Reason for Contribution

Parlay X applications can not receive more information about the fault when multimedia message (message, further in the text) delivery fails, although such information exists. This happens because the existing methods do not provide possibility for Parlay X server to pass on such information to the applications. Currently, when a message delivery fails the applications receives "DeliverImpossible" only, without any further details about the reason for that. 

As an example, if a message delivery fails due to insufficient credit for charge or a specified recipient of the message is barred (black listed) the application that requested sending of the message is informed about unsuccessful delivery of the message just with "DeliveryImpossible", although Parlay X server  has been informed (from the interworking subsystems such as charging or black list) about the reason for the delivery failure. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to add a new optional element called "Reason" to the "DeliveryInformation" structure (Chapter 7.3, 3GPP TS 29.199-5, Multimedia messaging) that is normally included in operations such as GetMessageDeliveryStatusResponse and NotifyMessageDeliveryReceiptRequest to inform the application about message delivery status.

The new element is optional and it will be used together with delivery status "DeliveryImpossible" to describe why the delivery of message was impossible, if such information is available to the Parlay X server.

WSDL files for Multimedia Messaging needs to be updated to reflect this change.
