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1 Reason for Contribution

Provide possibility to create one notification subscription for multiple SMS Service activation numbers (short codes).
2 Summary of Contribution

Notification subscription for short messages are performed by operation StartSmsNotification (Chapter 8.4.1, 3GPP TS 29.199-4, Short messaging) and currently StartSmsNotificationRequest message (Chapter 8.4.1.1) allows only one SMS Service Activation Number (destination address) to be specified there. 
This contribution proposes to change parameter type for SmsServiceActivationNumber parameter in StartSmsNotificationRequest, from "xsd:anyURI" to "xsd:anyURI [1…unbounded]", which will allow for multiple destination addresses to be specified within the same request.
WSDL files for Short messaging needs to be updated to reflect this change.
