2 Summary of Contribution

To address action item PSA-2008-A008, to investigate how to submit PSA TS changes as 3GPP Release 8 CR.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following guidance on the 3GPP Change Request process is obtained from the 3GPP support organization and the 3GPP CT chairman.
Per our agreement between 3GPP CT and OMA, the OMA will use the 3GPP CR process to complete the OSA/Parlay and Parlay X work for 3GPP Release 8. To date, OMA has agreed a number of inputs, and plans to present these as CRs to the CT plenary in Athens. To facilitate this process, guidance was sought on the 3GPP Change Request process to help ARC in the preparation of these CRs.

3GPP CRs are to be applied to the latest and greatest specification versions, and that these are to be obtained from http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/latest/. This link only contains material and information that is unquestionably publicly available - as indeed is everything on the 3GPP site.
The latest approved 3GPP CR template can be found at the following URL: http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Information/. The specific file is called “CR-Form-v9-4.zip”, however it is important to use the latest template from the URL, as this URL is stable whereas the template may be subject to change.

The CR Template contains some specific fields which need to be completed:

· Source to WG – The help pop-up on the CR template indicates these should be individual 3GPP member companies. The advice from 3GPP is that “Source to WG” can be left empty 

· Source to TSG – The help pop-up on the CR template indicates these should be 3GPP WGs. The advice from 3GPP is that “Source to TSG” should be one or more 3GPP member companies.
· Work Item Code – 3GPP confirms that the work Item code is "OSA8" for 3GPP Release 8.
· CR Category – All the categories are available for Rel-8 CRs, as currently it's planned to freeze Rel-8 in December (after which only a limited number of CR categories are available)
For some of the specifications in the 29.198 and 29.199 series there do not yet exist Release 8 versions. The following guidance was obtained form 3GPP: the procedure to elevate a specification from v7.x.y to v8.0.0 is achieved through submitting Release 8 CRs against the latest Release 7 version. 

4 Intellectual Property Rights
