2 Summary of Contribution

The cahnges are based on the 3GPP Rel 7 WSDL files for Short messaging, 29199-04-720-doclit.zip, which includes the following documents:

Following the agreed proposal, this contribution proposes to update the above documents and their revisions as described below:
Type definition document “parlayx_sms_types_3_0.xsd” needs to be updated to include a new optional element called “description” in “DeliveryInformation” structure. Some namespace definitions need also to be updated to reflect the latest revision of the document. The revision of the document shall be incremented to “4_0”.
Service interface document “parlayx_sms_notification_manager_interface_3_2.wsdl” needs to be updated to extend “maxOccurs” value (from maxOccurs=1 to maxOccurs=unbounded) for element “smsServiceActivationNumber” in the complex type “startSmsNotification”. Some namespace definitions need also to be updated to reflect the latest revision of the documents. The revision of the document shall be incremented to “4_0”.
Although not directly impacted by the proposed changes, the other documents also need to be updated due to dependencies to other local document revisions. (Service interface documents “a”, “b”, “e” and “g” are dependent on the type definition document, while service binding documents “c”, “d”, “f” and “h” are dependent on their respective service interface documents). For each of these documents, namespace definition section needs to be updated to reflect the latest local document revisions and at the same time the revision of the document needs to be incremented to “4_0”.
