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1 Reason for Contribution

To stimulate discussion around introducing a method to identify types of communication over Parlay X interfaces.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes to continue discussions for the alignment of Parlay X specifications with Service ID initiatives in order to reach an agreement on how to proceed with implementation of PSA-HLF-005 and PSA-HLF-006 requirements for PSA 1.0. The base for discussion is 3GPP CT5 document C5-070350 that was presented during CT5#40 meeting in Trondheim, Norway, in 2007. 
3 Detailed Proposal

Beside the benefits from introducing a method to identify types of communication over Parlay X, that are mentioned in the attached document (C5-070350), it is also important to note that Parlay X applications will get opportunity to receive more precise information about the services the application has been using which then can be used for charging and statistical purposes. For example, it would be possible for an application to be notified when a particular communication service type has been used rather than just a service used.
In order to proceed with the implementation of the requirements (work on technical specification) there are some issues that need to be clarified. For example:
· What format is to be used for communication services type identifiers,
· How an application knows what communication service types are supported by the underlying networks,
· Whether a new API will be required for the support of communication service type identifiers or not 

For the first bullet point, there are two methods mentioned in the attached document:
· To use identifiers that are used by underlying network, e.g. the CSID as identified for IMS services by 3GPP TR 23.816.

· Create a high level identifier within Pralay X that identifies the service type that is being used, irrespective of the underlying technology.

Preferred solution for Parlay X would be to use a high level identifier.

For the second bullet point, how an application knows what communication service types are supported by the underlying networks, a few options are there:
· Application receives these information from aservice provider as a part of SLA,

· Using Service discovery procedure (UDDI),

· A separate method is created for application to query a service (or service provider) about supported communication service types
The second option is more complicated and also it is not clear how much UDDI is used today.
Regarding the third bullet point, whether a new API will be required for the support of communication service type identifiers or not, there should not be necessary to create a new API unless a separate method to query a service provider about communication service types that are supported.
