In the interface Multimedia Conference (Chapter 8.1), a new operation called "extendConferenceParameters" shall be introduced to enable applications to extend the conference parameters, e.g. MaximumNumberOfParticipants and MaximumDuration . 

Chapter 6 needs to be updated also to include a sequence diagram for extend conference parameters.

An application may request to extend the parameters for the conference, e.g. maximum number of participants and maximum duration when the preset parameters can’t meet the requirement of the ongoing conference.

The invocation of extendConferenceParameters requests to extend the preset parameters of the ongoing  conference ,e.g. extend the maximum number of participants or the maximum duration. This operation provides a way for the applications to request for additional conference resource dynamic. These parameters includes MaximumNumberOfParticipants and MaximumDuration. 
The values maximumDuration and maximumNumberOfParticipants must not exceed the corresponding service policies otherwise a policy exception is raised.
If the parameter maximumDuration doesn’t present when the conference was created, and the input parameter extendDuration present, a ServiceException SVC0002 is raised.

If the parameter Charging presents and the the service does not support charging, a PolicyException (POL0008) is raised.
