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1 Reason for Contribution

For Messaging services, an application can invokes Parlay-X API to send Multimedia message to many addresses by using an address set (Addresses). If an address appears several times in the address set, this address will receive the same message several times. Which meanings, the application will send the same message to an end-user several times. It may lead to fraud for the end-users. For avoiding this situation, service providers should reject the operation of application based on the policy, the way is that the application should report a new ‘PolicyException - Messaging Addresses duplication’. If the service provider can accept the situation of duplicate addresses, they can set this PolicyException off or ignore this PolicyException. Based on the analysis we propose to add a new ‘PolicyException - Messaging Addresses duplication’ to the PolicyException.
2 Summary of Contribution

In order to avoid fraud of applications to end-users, this contribution proposes the following changes to the Multimedia messaging specifications (3GPP TS 29199-05-800):

In the PolicyException (Chapter9.2), a new PolicyException MessageId defined ”POLXXXX" should be introduced to avoid fraud on the end-users .
For Operation ‘SendMessage’ and ‘ScheduleMessage’, the referenced faults should include this new PolicyException.
