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1 Reason for Contribution

For application-driven quality of service, an application can invokes Parlay-X API to notification QoS changing to end user by using an address set (endUserIdentities). It is a fault that if an address appears several times in the address set. Based on the analysis we propose to add a new ‘Service policies_ –AddressesDuplicationNotAllowed’ .
2 Summary of Contribution

It needs to add POL0013 to Parlay X specifications that include Addresses Duplication structure in their operations since OMA-ARC-PSA-2009-0033R01-INP_Add_Exception_Addresses_duplication_Common that proposed to add new Policy Exception (POL0013) was agreed.

This contribution proposes the following changes to the Presence specifications (3GPP TS 29199-17-800):

In the Service policies (Chapter10), a new Service policies defined ” AddressesDuplicationNotAllowed " 
For Operations ‘startQoSNotificationRequest’, ‘notifyQoSEventRequest’, the referenced faults should include the new PolicyException POL0013.
