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1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this contribution is to present a proposal that ensures that GSMA RCS API requirements provided to OMA will be:

· written as much as possible with content and style compliant to OMA expectations for OMA requirements
· provided to OMA with the urgency needed by OMA in order to avoid schedule delay

2 Summary of Contribution

Contribution OMA-ARC-2011-0036-INP_GSMAandARCdiscusionsRD, reviewed jointly by OMA ARC and GSMA RCS on Feb. 2, 2011 summarizes the issues OMA ARC is facing with respect to OMA requirements based on which RC API WID needs to deliver. In addition, OMA ARC also decided that the GSMA RCS API requirements related to authorization of 3rd party applications can be better handled in a separate WID (Autho4API) currently under socialization. 

Discussions led to the conclusion that, because GSMA RCS wants to maintain their requirements document and will make it publicly available, OMA ARC will take an approach with the RC-APIs RD that has been outlined in contribution OMA-ARC-RC-APIs-2011-0030-INP_RC_API_Requirements_Document_Way_forward.doc as follows:

· to reference the GSMA RCS API requirements document in the OMA RC-API RD document

· to suggest to GSMA RCS to uniquely tag individual requirements such that OMA can reference them at requirements level

· to include only additional explicit requirements in the OMA RC-APIs RD (i.e. only requirements that are not covered in the GSMA RCS API requirements document will be added directly in the OMA RD). That is mainly because these OMA requirements may extend the scope of the work, to make e.g. the RC-APIs and/or the authorization framework more broadly applicable to other RESTful APIs that OMA has developed or plans to develop

OMA ARC is faced with significant challenges regarding the GSMA RCS API requirements, summarized below:

· a very tight schedule: GSMA RCS is planning to approve their GSMA RCS API requirements document on March 10, a very late date from OMA perspective (which was expecting them earlier)
· yet GSMA RCS still expects the RC API specs to complete as currently planned at the end of July 2011. Note that OMA ARC already plans that the Authorization Framework, developed under the to-be-approved Autho4API WID, will only complete at the end of August 2011.

· many of the GSMA RCS API requirements have content or style incompatible with OMA expectations of requirements (e.g. requirements written against the invoking 3rd party applications, or against implementation/deployment, or against underlying resources behind the GSMA RCS APIs). For OMA to be able to complete the RC API specifications, we need those requirements to be appropriately modified or qualified. This became obvious during the OMA ARC interim in Vienna, 19-21 January 2011.

The detailed proposal presents a solution to meet these challenges.
3 Detailed Proposal

As a result of the facts and challenges summarized above, the RC-APIs feature champions and their companies who are both GSMA RCS and OMA members, have decided that the most pragmatic approach to address these issues (requirements changes required in the most expeditious manner under the existing timing constraints) is to submit such changes as company contributions directly to GSMA RCS as soon as possible. 
That is justified by the following reasoning:

· GSMA RCS is the owner of their requirements, and the ultimate decision maker

· GSMA RCS needs to be able to review such changes as soon as possible, to avoid delaying the March 10th approval date on their end, and hence avoid delaying OMA schedule

· the feature champions have conducted the due diligence to review GSMA RCS API requirements carefully, while using their experience in writing OMA content/style requirements in suggesting appropriate changes, and being very sensitive to explain as much as possible in their submission why the changes are necessary to OMA, in order to convince GSMA RCS membership to accept the changes

· in order to facilitate a by-topic discussion in GSMA RCS , the changes have been split into several documents on a per-topic basis, which will allow GSMA RCS members to easier review the proposed changes, e.g. assign specific topic changes to champions or groups of interested people in GSMA RCS.

This OMA contribution has an attachment that includes the changes that were submitted to GSMA RCS for their 
Video & Image Share UNI API requirements sections. The attachment is included for information, consistent with this contribution recommendation.
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

It is suggested that ARC WG recommends interested companies to complete the reviewing/changing process of the GSMA RCS API requirements in the same manner. It is further recommended that ARC WG advices companies that are members in both organization to not submit conflicting requirements changes to GSMA RCS and OMA, since this will delay the outcome. Finally, it is recommended that ARC WG encourages interested companies to complete this process by February 15th, 2011, to allow some time for reviewing the submissions by GSMA RCS, in order to minimize the impact on their March 10th committed approval date.
