5. Terminal Status REST Definition

The Terminal Status REST service is to provide operations for:

- Getting the status for one or more terminals

- An asynchronous notification mechanism for terminal status change, plus a mechanism to start and stop the notification of terminal status change

Note: in the examples below, the responses are provided as XML. This is purely for illustration purposes.
