Issues proposed to be included in the Issue List, with the goal of assigning volunteers which will bring contributions to the Vienna interim.
3 Detailed Proposal

Issues shared across all APIs (may have to be addressed in the Common TS and/or each API – TBD):

1. protection of sensitive data
2. resources and operations OPTIONALITY

3. clarification AND examples for use RequestError and ServiceError
4. explanation for all elements in Link and how they may be used.
5. adding/correcting data flows

6. profiling the APIs to try to “match” GSMA OneAPI (as done for SMS/MMS).
7. decision on the use of term “client” (choices so far: application, requestor, requesting application, or no change – i.e. “client”)

8. missing XML examples?

9. adding JSON examples?

10. consistent use of name conventions
11. consistently documenting equivalent ParlayX SOAP, or lack thereof (either interface, or operation or both)
12. remove XML from all titles of Data Structures in APIs. Possibly other places where data structures are mentioned.

13. examples listing pairs of request/response for readability, instead of list of requests and list of responses?

14. description for all elements that do not have one yet

15. use of version in XML namespace may be problematic
16. what goes in each XSD (probably everything needed for each API in one XSD?)
Issues for Common TS:

17. error documentation (common TS vs. specific API)

18. analysis & recommendation for handling server-server, fixed client-server, mobile client-server API specifications.
19. Common TS should state that the XML and JSON are mandatorily supported for both request/response bodies. Request body in “form-urlencoding” to be supported as specified in particular cases (mainly to satisfy the OneAPI profile).
Issues specific to SMS/MMS API:

21. show how we would use form-urlencoding in the request (GET, POST) in the case we want to send a LOGO or RINGTONE. Not in OneAPI profile?

Issues specific to Terminal Location API:

22. adding resources/operations for “distance between 2 terminals” (Parlay X rel. 8).

23. add data structure column to Terminal Location API.

Issues for guidelines:
24. clarification of the content negotiation guideline
25. security/sensitive data protection guideline
