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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution explains possible uses of Link element – across APIs issue.
2 Summary of Contribution

Payment API introduced the element Link, as a replacement for the previous simple data type “selfURL”.

The equivalent of the “selfURL” in “Link” is href.

The additional proposed elements (rel and type) have been added because selfURL is not extendable, and therefore does not allow to represent different meaning of the “selfURL” (or href).

One of the proposed additional elements is “rel”. The use of “rel” is to allow the requesting application to indicate different relationships. The “rel” attribute allows application to choose the link it needs from all available. There should be a list of standard values supported across all APIs - like “self” (points to the same resource if it only support GET operation), “edit” (points to the same resource if it supports GET, PUT, DELETE, …) and so on. Then, each API can have its own set of relationships defined.
For example, rel=”oma:parlayrest:messaging:attachment” would represent relationship between MMS message and MMS attachments, rel=”oma:parlayrest:messaging:subscription” would represent relationship between inbound SMS and subscription, etc. Some options to discuss for example (for MMS API):

Another additional element proposed is “type” (optional). The use of “type” would be to either indicate the content type of the resource representation (e.g. “xml” or “json”), or the type of object (e.g. InboundMessage Reference).
