1 Reason for Change

This document is to resolve issue list LOC-11 namely, consistently documenting equivalent ParlayX SOAP, or lack thereof (either interface, or operation or both) and also proposes the addition of ParlayX SOAP equivalent in the section 5 resources summary.

First, we propose the use of operation in the LOC-11 issue.

As you know, we have known the definition of interface in ParlayX is the group of operations. That’s all.

For example, in ParlayX terminal location, terminal location interface includes getLocation, getLocationForGroup, and getTerminalDistance operations. In this viewpoint, we think both these two (interface and operation) in LOC REST are right. However, as far as we know, the purpose of ParlayX SOAP equivalent in REST is to show the relationship of between REST and ParlayX in the concrete and clearness. We believe this purpose shall be accomplished in use of operation using lower concept than interface in ParlayX. And now 3 REST API TSs (i.e. SMS, MMS, LOC) use the operation except PAY REST API TS. In the viewpoint of consistency, we also propose the use of operation.

In addition, regarding the purpose of the above, we propose the ParlayX SOAP equivalent (i.e. operation) addition in the section 5 resources summary.
