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1 Reason for Change

TS MMS does not mention the ParlayX function “GetMessageURIs” but does provide a resource for it. As this function is used in the oneAPI, this CR proposes to mention it in the TS.

5.7.3 GET

This operation is used to read one message from gateway storage. Message is not deleted. Delete command need to be executed to confirm delivery and free resources occupied by the message and associated attachments.
Note: Equivalent ParlayX SOAP API is GetMessage. In case the parameter “useAttachmentURLs” is set to “true”, equivalent ParlayX SOAP API is GetMessageURIs.
