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Reason for Change

This CR addresses CONRR issue C031 for MMS API TS.
registrationId is needed in 5.2.2, because it is actually needed to be provided back by the client in 5.2.7 (there is no other way for the client to know the registrationId, other than parsing the resourceURL … and that is creating unnecessary work for the client). In 5.2.7 registrationId is needed for practical implementations on the server side mainly (i.e. supporting a layered implementation if so desired). In such an implementation we could split functionality between a security gateway which would be mainly concerned about URL and http header and the server than handles the resources body (mainly concerned about request/response bodies).
If needed we can provide a note under 5.2.7 to explain the use of registrationId (see proposed change).
