Comment: The field “correlator” in CallbackReference is used in some interfaces to instruct the server to create a particular subscription ID (e.g. 5.4.4.5 in TS SMS). It is also specified there that in case no “correlator” is given, the server must use other means to create a subscription ID. 

NSN believes that this approach to allow the client to pass data in “correlator” that then become the subscription ID should not be followed. 

Instead, the server should have full control over the IDs it creates and maintains. 

Proposed Change: As described in CR OMA-ARC-REST-2010-0015, however, some offline discussion is probably required.

It applies the changes proposed in REST CR #0014 to the MMS TS (removing the “correlator” parameter and the interfaceName in CallbackReference, in some cases introducing optional callbackData in examples).

Also, it implements in TS MMS the resolution of the “correlator issue” as outlined in document OMA-ARC-REST-2010-0064R01-INP_Closing_proposal_for_correlator_issue. In essence, the following changes are done:

· remove all short IDs of client-generated resources (resourceURL identifies a resource in a RESTful architecture)

· remove referencing to other resources by their short id (we have the <link> element for this).

· “correlator” becomes “callbackData” in many places
In addition, the following fixes are done:

· fixes an inconsistency in the notifications: “InboundMessage” vs. “DeliveryInfoNotification”: Add a type “InboundMessageNotification”, in line with what has been agreed for TS SMS

· add missing Ids (like subscriptionId) to the tables that describe components of a URL

· remove <link> element from those error message where the error prevents creation of a resource (what do you want to link to in such case; there is nothing?)

· remove the example client notification URL from normative part, in line with agreed changes to TS SMS
