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1 Reason for Change

Some Notifications data structures in TS TerminalLocation contain a field resourceURL. In fact, such field does not belong there, because it is a self-reference to a resource on the server.

Also, the use of id to reference the subscription that belongs to a notification needs to be replaced by the use of <link>, as done in other TSs.
