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1 Reason for Contribution

During work on closing CONRR comments, a discrepancy between TSs SMS and MMS has been found which is described here. 
2 Summary of Contribution

3 Detailed Proposal
Situation

The /inbound/registrations/{registrationId}/messages/{messageId }/retrieveAndDelete resource (that allows to delete and retrieve an individual message) is present in TS MMS but not in TS SMS.

However, both TSs offer the resource /inbound/registrations/{registrationId}/messages/retrieveAndDeleteMessages that allows to delete and retrieve batches of messages.
Action needed

This discrepancy should be addressed.

Option 1) Add the missing resource to TS SMS. This would include adding an entry to the table in 5.1, adding a detailed section into chapter 5, specifying the request parameters (POST only) and providing an example.

Option 2) Remove the resource from TS MMS.

Author’s suggestion to resolve

The resource allows to retrieve and delete a single message in one go. However, this resource is not RESTful (like retrieveAndDeleteMessages). However, retrieveAndDeleteMessages offers a large benefit because it allows to fetch and delete potentially large number of messages from the server in one go. This benefit is missing from the retrieveAndDelete resource for individual messages. As the benefit is small, the violation of the RESTful principle is not well justified, and it is suggested to realize option (2).
