1) The tables have no captions. Suggestion: this is OK (as in most cases, the caption would be the same as the headline above the table) ( Do not add table captions but remove according section from TOC. 
2) Section 5, “What follows are the data structures, divided by root elements and their child elements (section 5.2)” ( as we have not separated this anymore, replace by “What follows are the data structures (section 5.2)”
3) Section 5.1, We may consider breaking up this very large table in multiple smaller tables. E.g. there are currently rows for “Purpose: …”. We could create separate tables for these to improve readability. ( change as proposed
See below. Use the Word function: Context menu ( Table properties ( “Row properties” ( checkbox “Repeat same header on every page” (or similar) to make sure header appears on every page.
4) All example sections: After the restructuring, the phrases “sample request” and “sample response” are not needed anymore ( Delete 
5) Client notification URL contains campaign/{campaignId}/ . Is this really needed? Confusing to have client-side parametersw in our URLs, this parameter is out of scope. ( Proposal: replace “campaign/{campaignId}/” by “notifications/” globally.

6) Suggestion: When arriving at the end of the document, it ends rather abrupt :-) I.e. after scrolling through 92 pages you suddenly arrive at the end without warning. Perhaps we may consider adding something like “~~~End of Document~~~” ( No change.
