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1 Reason for Change

(1) In Appendix C3, the example is intended to illustrate the “reliable retrieval” of incoming SMSs as used in OneAPI. However, in fact the example illustrates retrieveAndDelete which is not part of OneAPI. It is therefore suggested to replace this example by a GET performed on the list of incoming SMSs in line with 5.4.3. In fact, the example is suggested to become a copy of the example in 5.4.3.1.
(2) Further, the statement that the server is allowed to remove a message after the GET operation in section 5.4.3 makes the GET non-idempotent(!). In fact removal is triggered by the DELETE not the GET. It is therefore proposed to delete the sentence “Server may delete message after configurable (usually short) timeout to avoid resource over  consumption.”
(3) Also, “Priority” is not part of SMS in ParlayX. It is only in example C.3 but not in the corresponding XML data structure. Therefore, this is interpreted as a leftover, and it is suggested to remove it.

Make server behavior clear – remove statement that makes the GET non-idempotent!
5.4.3 GET

This operation is used for reliable inbound message delivery for the particular client. Messages will remain on the server until client will confirm successful retrieval by executing DELETE command for each individual message (see DELETE on Inbound SMS message). 
Note: ParlayX SOAP equivalent is GetReceivedSms, but not quite the same because DELETE of individual message is required for confirmation of successful retrieval (see DELETE on Inbound SMS message).
