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1 Reason for Change

Small corrections and editorial changes in SMS TS such as:
1 Section 5.1. Inconsistent usage of lowercase/uppercase characters in resource names. In order to align with other ParlayREST TSs, it is proposed to that all words in resource names are in lowercase, except the beginning of the first word in the resource name and the word “SMS” which are in uppercase.
2 Section 5.1 contains two resources with the same name “Outbound SMS request”. One of them concerns multiple messages handling and therefore the name shall be changed to reflect it (Outbound SMS requests). In addition, some resource names include phrase “SMS message” while the other only “SMS”. It is proposed to align the names and use “SMS message” where applicable.
3 Following proposed updates for resource names in section 5.1, the headings that contain resource names in sections 5.x need to be aligned with the updates. 
4 Text under tables in Appendix C.3 and C.4 and the last sentence in C.2 can imply that the operation is always successful and returns HTTP Status 200 OK. As this is not always true, it is proposed to rephrase these sentences to reflect that it is valid only if the operation was successful.
5 Cardinality of paramter “destinationAddress” in Section C.7. needs to be changed from a default (1) to [1..unbounded] to allow for multiple destination addresses.
6 Some of the resource names end with a full stop (.). As agreed during the CONRR reviews, it is proposed to remove the full stop where applicable.
7 Some tables have text in headings and in the body “Centred”. In order to align with other tables in the TS, it is proposed to “Left Align” the text in those tables also.
