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1 Reason for Contribution

Start of ParlayREST next phase work.

2 Summary of Contribution

This INP proposes the initial content for the resource structure, data structures and flows for the ParlayREST TS on Third Party Call. It should in fact be a CR, however, such CR can not be submitted due to lack of a baseline document.
The changes have therefore been performed on top of the skeleton document that has been submitted as a separate contribution #171.

3 Detailed Proposal
The resource structure that is proposed is as follows:
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Some of the data structures in PX Third Party Call have been defined in TS common as they are re-used by others.

For decision - 2 alternatives: 

1) Do we want to go the same path (i.e. put these into ParlayREST Common)?
PRO: Alignment with PX
CON: These call-specific things are not really “common”

2) Do we want to put them into TS ThirdPartyCall, and reference ThirdPartyCall wherever we need to re-use call sessions?
PRO: More natural split of functionality
CON: No alignment with PX
