5.3 Sequence Diagrams

5.3.1 Resource: watcher info notifaction
This figure below shows a scenario for starting notification of watcher info with specific criteria on-line and receiving it when the watcher info having the specified criteria arrives.

The resources: 

- To subscribe to notifications for watcher info, create new resource under
http://{serverRoot}/{apiVersion}/presence/{presentityId}/watchers/subscriptions/{subscriptionId}
- To notify the application about watcher info arrival, POST a notification to client supplied notify URL
- To stop the notification, delete the resource

Outline of the flows:

1. An application subscribes to notifications for watcher info using PUT with subscriptionId and receives the resulting resource URL containing the subscriptionId.

2. When the watcher info which satisfies the specified criteria arrives, the REST service notifies the specified endpoint of the watcher info using POST so that the endpoint reads the watcher info. 
3. The application stops the notification using DELETE with a resource URL containing the subscriptionId.
5.3.2 Resource: watchers access authorization 
This figure below shows a scenario for presentity’s authorization rule managing, including creating rules, obtaining rules and delete rules.

- To create an authorization rule, create the resource

Outline of the flows:

1. Presentity using PUT creates authorization rules which can be used to authorize watchers.

2. Presentity requests the rules fulfilling specified criteria using GET with a resource URL containing ruleId and receives the rules.

3. Presentity removes the rule from the Server using DELETE with a resource URL containing the ruleId.
